Player Responsibilities
Over the past few months we have had a growing number of incorrect competition scorecards submitted to the club, which has unfortunately led to many golfers being disqualified.

One of the most common misconceptions that golfers have is that when you sign your scorecard you are signing for the result at the top of your card. This is incorrect.

When you sign your card you are signing for the gross score that is recorded on each individual hole. Not the points in Stableford or the dots that you fill in.

If the gross score recorded on an individual hole is lower than the score you actually had, you will be disqualified. If the gross score is higher, then you receive that score for that hole. Rule 6 (page 56-57) of the Rule Book.

Always check your card before handing it in.
